Therefore, the plan is as follows:

e There will be two minyanim in the shul, in the Main Sanctuary and in Ulam
Selesny for all the tefillot. Other than maariv, the starting times will be
staggered.

e Shacharit at Ulam Selesny will begin at 0700 on Rosh Hashanah
e Shacharit in the Main Sanctuary will begin at 0800 on Rosh Hashanah.

e There are outdoor minyanim in the neighborhood that are being organized
for Rosh Hashana. We will do our best to direct everyone who wishes to
daven outside to an available minyan.
